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Introduction  

 

 

F aith Baptist School strives to establish and maintain a strong and 

meaningful relationship with each family.  In the interest of establishing 

and maintaining  the communications necessary for this relationship, we have 

provided this handbook of guidelines and policies. 

 

Since the first class of 23 kindergarten students in 1970 to a full program 

beginning with pre-kindergarten and ranging through the 12th grade, God has 

seen fit to bless and build this great school. 

 

In their early years, children are greatly influenced.  Parents should be vitally 

concerned with modern trends in education, government, and morality. 

 

The wise and caring parent now has a choice or an alternative through 

Christian education.  The foundation of Faith Baptist School is based on a 

Christ-centered philosophy aimed at developing the total child.  High academic 

standards and character building are basic parts of our curriculum.  Incentives 

to build a wholesome and moral life are in every classroom. 

 

Without rules and standards, all of this would be impossible.  Our school rules 

and discipline procedures have been established to build a protective fence and 

are never meant to create hardships or difficulties.  To reap the full impact of 

such guidelines, there must be a three-fold understanding by the pupil, the 

parents, and the school.  May these simple guidelines build such a fence and 

help in the training of your student.

History of Faith Baptist School 
 

Convinced of the responsibility of parents to educate their children and the 

necessity of a Christ-centered educational program, Faith Baptist Church 

formulated Faith Baptist School.  Under the leadership of Dr. Terry Booher, 

pastor and founder of Faith Baptist Church, the school was started in 1970 

with 23 kindergarten students.  The next year, grades 1-6 were added with an 

enrollment of 150 students.  High School grades were added in 1973 with the 

first graduating class in 1975. 

 

Mission Statement of Faith Baptist School 

 

As a ministry of Faith Baptist Church, the mission of Faith Baptist School is 

to lead students to a personal relationship with Jesus Christ and to provide an 

excellent Biblical and academic education that will serve the student well in 

subsequent educational levels.  We want our students to be adequately 

prepared as they serve the Lord and seek His guidance regarding further 

education and ministry. 

 

Philosophy of Faith Baptist School 
 

All wisdom and knowledge come from God; therefore manôs education is 

complete only when God and His Word are at the center of learning. The fear 

of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge. Proverbs 1:7 

 

Educators are concerned with the total person:  his intellectual, spiritual, 

physical, and social development. We believe the needs of the total person 

can be met only when they are approached from a Christian or Biblical 
philosophy. But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all 

things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, 

and we by him. I Corinthians 8:6 

 

We direct oneôs attention to the various concepts of Christian education by 
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apportioning them to three factors of educationðthe student, the curriculum, 

and the teacher. 

The Student 

Created by God in His image, the student is of inestimable worth, 

possessing an eternal soul that shall either inherit everlasting life or 
everlasting damnation. 

Because of sin, he is unable to reach God. His nature is totally depraved, 

and foolishness is bound in his heart. (Proverbs 22:15) 

Faith in Christ Jesus is the only way of establishing a right relationship 

with God. Reality in lifeôs purposes and values can be ascertained in 

and through Christ alone. 

 

The Curriculum  

God is the source of all wisdom and He has revealed Himself specifically 

in the Bible; thus Godôs Word is the basis of all our studies and 

should be correlated with all experiences that the child has under the 

auspices of the school. 
Christian education should aspire to train a child in such a way that he 

will have a sound, practical, working knowledge of the Word of God 

and be able to evaluate every circumstance of life from a Christian 

perspective. 

The home and church, ordained of God and charged with the 

responsibility of training and teaching, (Deuteronomy 6:6, Matthew 

28:20) should work together with the Christian School in promoting 

the studentôs growth. 

 

The Teacher 

The teacher in the Christian School must of necessity give evidence of 
knowing Christ as personal Savior. 

The teacher must be wholly committed to following and obeying Christ, 

thus wholly committed to a life of service to man for Christôs sake. 

The teacher is to be faithful in executing their responsibilities as 

entrusted by God, the church, and the childôs parents. 

 

Statement of Faith 

 

We believe the whole Bible from Genesis 1:1 to Revelation 22:21 is the 

verbally inspired and infallible Word of God, and preserved without error for 
the English speaking people in the King James Version. 

 

We believe Jesus Christ was born of Mary, a virgin, and is the son of God, 

and God the Son. 

 

We believe that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, the Just 

for the unjust, that He might bring us to God. 
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We believe that He rose from the grave the third day, according to the 

Scriptures.

We believe that the church is a body of baptized believers whose only 
mission is not to "reform the world," but to preach and teach the Gospel of 

salvation to the individual soul. 

 

Affiliation  

 

Faith Baptist School is currently a member of the Florida Christian Activities 

Association (FCAA) in regards to interscholastic athletic, academic, and fine 

arts competitions.  FBS is a member of the Sunshine State Association of 

Christian Schools (SSACS), which is the Florida branch of the national 

American Association of Christian Schools (AACS).  It is through SSACS 

and AACS that Faith Baptist School will be making application for 

accreditation in the future.  This process will take several years but will be a 

tremendous benefit for our school, our parents and our students.  It is also 

through AACS that FBS is a member of the American Christian Honor 

Society. 

 

Notice of Nondiscriminatory Policy 

 

Faith Baptist School admits students of any race, color, nationality, and 

ethnic origin to all the rights, privileges, programs, and activities generally 

accorded or made available to students at the school. 

 

It does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, nationality, and ethnic 

origin in the administration of its educational policies, admissions policies, 

athletic, or other school-administered programs. 
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Faith Baptist School, as a private institution, reserves the privilege of setting 

and maintaining its own standards for student conduct, dress, and cleanliness.  

The school maintains the right to refuse admittance to anyone who fails to 

meet the entrance requirements, and to suspend or expel any student who 

violates the standards set down in the Contract Statement of Cooperation, the 

Student Handbook, or other rules of conduct as defined by the 

Administration.  

 

Admission Information  

 

Those parents seeking admission for their child to Faith Baptist School 

should follow the procedures listed below: 

 

1. Read the Student Handbook 

2. Submit the completed Student Application form and Application Fee 

3. Schedule an entrance exam 

4. (7-12 graders) submit 3 High School Student Reference Forms (should 

include your pastor or youth pastor, and at least one teacher, no relatives) 

5. Submit the following forms: 

 A. Most recent report card 

 B. Most recent achievement test scores (FCAT, SAT, CAT, etc.) 

 C. (10-12 graders) High School transcript 

 D. (7-12 graders) completed High School Student Questionnaire  

(Steps 1-5 must be completed before the school office will schedule an 

appointment with the administrator for an interview.) 

6. Schedule and attend the Student/Parent interview with the administrator  

(Notification of acceptance will usually be given the next business day 

following the interview.) 

7. Upon acceptance, submit the Registration Fee (This will guarantee the 

reservation for your student.) 

8. Submit the following forms:  (These forms must be submitted before 

the student can attend school.) 

 A. Certified Birth Certificate (original, no copies) 

 B. Florida Immunization Form 

 C. Doctorôs Health Form from the State of Florida 

 

All new students are admitted conditionally on a nine week trial period of 

probation.  If the student fails to make acceptable progress, does not adjust to 

the program of the school, fails to meet academic requirements, or has 

discipline issues, the student may be asked to withdraw during this period.  

For further information or to set up an appointment, please call the school 

office at (772) 461-3607.  No school fees, except for tuition paid in advance, 
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are refundable under any circumstances.  These refundable fees are pro-rated.  

See schedule on the next page. 

Re-Enrollment  

 

During the month of January, enrollment is opened for the next school year.  

Present students are not automatically re-enrolled for the next year but are 

accepted on a first-come, first-serve basis.  Present students will receive 

packets of forms and information that will be sent home at that time.  It may 

become necessary to close enrollment for a particular grade if the number of 

enrolled students for that grade exceeds the optimum class size.  Parents are 

encouraged to complete re-enrollment registration as soon as possible to 

insure their childôs place for the next school year. 

 

Withdrawal Information  

 

Withdrawals from school must be made through the school office, and all 

tuition charges will continue until the withdrawal is complete.  A parent 

wishing to withdraw their child from school should come to the office to 

complete and sign a Withdrawal Form.  This signed form will officially end 

the studentôs active enrollment.  Report cards, withdrawal grades, and 

permanent records may not be issued for any student whose account is not 

current.  This includes tuition, fees, extended care charges, lunch charges, etc. 

If a student attends one day of any month, the full month's tuition is due. 

 

The following tuition schedule outlines early withdrawal refunds.  No student 

records can be transferred to another school until all accounts are current. 

 

 August/September 30% of the total tuition is due 

 October    40% of the total tuition is due 

 November   50% of the total tuition is due 

 December   60% of the total tuition is due 

 January    70% of the total tuition is due 

 February   80% of the total tuition is due 

 March    90% of the total tuition is due 

 April     100% of the total tuition is due 

 May    100% of the total tuition is due 

 

Tuition  Information  
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Information concerning tuition fees is available from the school office.  All 

tuitions are due in full at the time of enrollment, however, they may also be 

set up on a twelve (12) month payment plan beginning July 1 (this will 

include a small finance charge).  All payment plan accounts are due the first 

of each month and delinquent after the fifth.  There will be a $25.00 late 

charge assessed on any accounts not paid by the fifth of the month.  There 

will also be a $40.00 charge on all returned checks.  Report cards and records 

may not be released on any account not current. 

 

Because Faith Baptist School is a non-profit organization, late tuition causes 

hardships.  Any tuition account more than 30 days past due will automatically 

become enrolled in our Pay-As-You-Go Plan.  Payments under this plan will 

be due each Monday for the current week of school.  Parents unable to make 

these payments will have their child financially suspended until it is paid.  

This should help parents financially by making weekly instead of monthly 

payments. 

 

The School Day 

 

All students are to be at school by 8:10 a.m.  Students will be considered 

tardy if not in their classroom seat at 8:15.  For grades 7-12, the school day is 

divided into 7 periods. 
 

All students will be dismissed at 3:00.  Any elementary student who has not 

been picked up by 3:30 p.m. will be required to go to Extended Care. 
 

All students must leave campus when school is dismissed.  On days of 

athletic games those students involved in cheerleading, basketball, etc., must 

be picked up in the afternoon and then return for the evening event, unless a 

special afternoon arrangement has been made by the coaches.

Lunch Program 

 

Students may either buy their lunches in our school cafeteria or bring a lunch 

from home.  Various types of hot meals, sandwiches, soups, and beverages 

will be available to the students.  You will receive a menu and prices before 

the school year begins.  Menus will be sent home each month.  Microwave 

ovens are available for limited student use. 

 

Textbooks 

 

A book fee is paid for each student to help cover the costs of books and 

supplemental materials that are used in the classroom.  During the school 

year, these books remain the property of Faith Baptist School.  Students may 

write and take notes in the books as instructed by the teacher.  Workbooks 

and hardback books will be retained at the end of the school year by the 

school.  Any student who is withdrawn prior to the end of the school year 

will need to return all books to the school in order for their account to be 

cleared.    

 

Transportation  

 

Faith Baptist School will post and publish a carpool database of those 

interested in providing a ride for other students or those needing rides for 

their students. This list will be published each month during the summer to 

allow parents to contact each other and make these arrangements.  We trust 

this will be a help and that it will provide for a more convenient arrangement. 

 

Extended Care Program 

 

An after-school Extended Care program is available for the convenience of 

those parents who wish for us to keep their students after school.  The hours 

are from dismissal until 5:30 p.m.  Enrollment is limited to a small number of 

students.  If this program is needed, you must fill out the enrollment card (the 

school secretary can give you this information).  There is an extra charge for 

Extended Care which will be billed monthly. 
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Emergency School Closings 
 

Emergency school closings will be announced over local radio and T.V. 

stations on the morning of each closing, as well as on our own FM station 

that covers PSL and most of Fort Pierce, WBOF 105.9 FM.  WBOF can also 

be heard on the Internet at WBOFradio.com. 

 

Field Trips  

 

Field trips are taken periodically throughout the year by all grades.  Before 

any trip is taken, permission slips are sent home and must be signed and 

returned in order for the child to participate.  School dress code will always 

be in effect, unless otherwise stated. 

 

Cars, Bikes, Motorbikes 
 

If a student wishes to drive an automobile or motorbike, or ride a bicycle to 

school, he or she must first obtain permission from the office.  License and 

insurance information must be kept on file in the office for any student-

driven motorized vehicle.  This information must be current and complete for 

each vehicle on the campus.  Any student who is tardy, excused or 

unexcused, three times during one grading period may have his or her driving 

privileges revoked for nine weeks.  The following policies are necessary to 

provide a safe campus for everyone.  Any violation of these policies may 

result in the temporary or permanent loss of driving privileges. 

 

1. No student is to drive or ride in anotherôs vehicle without written 

permission from parents of all students involved. 

2. Students may not go to their vehicle during school hours without 

permission from the principal. 

3. A 5 mph speed limit is to be observed on school property. 

4. Upon arrival at school, students should leave the parking area and go 

immediately to the assigned waiting areas near the classroom building.  

There is to be no loitering in the parking area before or after school. 

5. ñSquealingò of tires or reckless driving of any kind is prohibited on or 

around the campus. 

6. Car stereos must be played at a volume that does not allow the music to 

be heard outside the vehicle while on school property. 
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ATTENDANCE POLICIES  
 

In order for your child to gain the most from his/her school experience, he/

she must be in class.  Because Faith Baptist School is seeking accreditation, it 

is imperative that Florida DOE guidelines are followed with regards to 

student attendance and absences.  Please be familiar with the following 

policies: 

 

1. A note from the parent will be required to explain why the student was 

absent or tardy to school.  The note must always state the reason (as per 

#2 below) for the absence or tardy, and the reason must be acceptable to 

the principal or his designee.  The note should also include the date of 

the absence and the parentôs signature.  The student should bring the note 

to the office at the time he returns to school.  If a note is not received 

within three days after returning to school, the absence will be recorded 

as unexcused.  A note received after three days will not change the type 

of absence.  No student will be readmitted to class without an office 

pass. 

 

2. Excused absences or tardies (if the note is sent in) are: 

 A. Personal illness (not parent or sibling illness) 

 B. Doctorôs appointment (a note from the doctor verifying the time of 

  the appointment is required). 

 C. Death in the family 

 D. Pre-arranged absence for a family trip.  The administration must be 

  notified at least 24 hours in advance.  The trip should not exceed 10 

  school days.  Administration approval may not be granted if the 

  studentôs grades are below level. 

 E. Administrative approval of extraordinary conditions (which should 

  be explained in writing). 

 

Please note:  1. Oversleeping, failing to set an alarm clock, late driver, and 

    sleeping late after ball games and other activities, etc. are 

    not excused absences or tardies.   

   2. Students are to be at school or on a school related activity 

    in order to be considered in attendance.  Students who 

    choose not to attend a school related activity (such as a 

    field trip) are required to be in school.  School related 

    activities are not ñfreeò days .  An unexcused absence will 

    be given for students that are not in  attendance for a school

    related activity and will be considered as skipping school. 

3. Discipline for unexcused absences (grades K5-12) 

 A. One (1) point will be deducted from the nine-week quarter average 

  for each  unexcused absence in that class. 

 B. Two (2) points will be deducted from the nine-week quarter average 

  for each absence due to suspension. 

  

4. Acceptable attendance is based on not missing more than 20 days of 

excused and/or unexcused absences in a school year.  This number is 

divided into 2 semesters of no more than 10 days per semester.  Any 

absences in excess of 10 per semester will be considered an excessive 

absence and will result in the deduction of one point from the quarter 

average in each class per excessive absence.  Excessive absences are 

considered unexcused absences regardless of the reason.  Only a doctorôs 

excuse will allow these excessive absences to be excused without a point 

deduction.  (The doctorôs excuse will only affect the excessive absences.  

Non-excessive absences with a doctorôs excuse will not extend the 

number of allowable absences.) 

 

5. Students will be considered tardy in the morning if they are not in their 

seat at 8:15 AM.  Tardies for the first hour, or at 8:15 AM, require a note 

from the parents indicating sufficient reason (for excused reasons, see 

number 2 above) for the studentôs late arrival.  High School students will 

be considered tardy to any class period if they are not in their classroom 

seat when the bell rings to start class.  Any student (1st-12th grade) 

accumulating 3 unexcused tardies will be required to serve an after-

school detention. 

 

6. Supervision for students arriving early at school in the morning will 

begin at 7:30 AM.  Prior to 7:30, there is no adult supervision available.  

K4 & K5 students are permitted to go into the building at 7:40 AM.  

Other students are to remain outside until 8:05 AM. 

  

7. K5-6th grade attendance is based on a full day or a half day basis.  

Arriving late or leaving early by more than 30 minutes constitutes a half 

day absence. 

 

8. High School attendance is taken for each class period.  Please understand 

that there are academic classes through the 7th period each day.  If a 

student is taken out of school early, they are considered absent from 

those classes which will result in point deductions from that class for 
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excessive absences (even if other classes have perfect attendance). 

9. In order for students to be awarded the Perfect Attendance Award at the 

end of the school year, the student must be in attendance for the entire 

school day, every school day.  An early dismissal for a doctorôs 

appointment, etc., will void a studentôs perfect attendance record. 

 

Illnesses 
 

If a student becomes ill or has any injuries that may require medication or 

treatment, the parents will be notified immediately and will be expected to 

come to school for their child.  If a student is to take any medication while at 

school, he must have on file in the office the "Authorization for Medication" 

form filled out by the parent.  All medication, including over-the-counter 

medication, is to be turned in to the office at the beginning of each day.  The 

medicine will be dispensed by the school secretary.  Medicine must be 

properly labeled with the student's name and the times it is to be taken.  

Please send daily doses only. 

 

Communicable Disease Policy 
 

Faith Baptist School desires to maintain a healthy school environment by 

instituting controls designed to prevent the spread of communicable diseases. 

The term "communicable disease" shall mean an illness which arises as a 

result of a specific infectious agent which may be transmitted either directly 

or indirectly from a susceptible host or infected person or animal to other 

persons. 

 

A teacher or administration official who reasonably suspects that a student 

has a communicable disease shall immediately notify the school principal.  

(Please note the following list.) 

 

Any students or employees with a communicable disease, for which 

immunization is required by law or is available, shall be temporarily 

excluded from school while ill and/or during recognized periods of 

communicability.  Students and employees with communicable diseases for 

which immunization is not available shall be excluded from school while ill.  

If the nature of the disease and circumstances warrant, Faith Baptist School 

may require an independent physician's examination of the student or 

employee to verify the diagnosis of communicable disease.  Faith Baptist 

School reserves the right to make all final decisions necessary to enforce its 

communicable disease policy and to take all necessary action to control the 
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spread of communicable diseases within the school. 

 

ACADEMIC INFORMATION  
 

Homework 

 

We believe that homework is an integral part of the school program.  Each 

teacher is at liberty to give homework to aid students in advancing in their 

studies.  Each student is expected to complete the homework assigned.   

 

First through third grades will be given a homework sheet every Monday.  

This sheet should be kept in a folder to go back and forth from school and 

home each day.  The parent should sign the homework sheet each day.  Notes

may be written to the teacher on this sheet also.   

 

Fourth through sixth grades will be issued a daily planner agenda.  At the 

beginning of each morning the student is to copy the homework into the 

agenda.  The teacher will check the agenda for the parent's signature and any 

note from the parent.  The signature indicates the previous night's homework 

has been completed and checked by the parent.  The agenda is also used as a 

daily communication tool between teacher and parent.  If a parent has a 

question about any classroom procedure, homework problem, leaving school 

early, etc., please use the agenda to write the teacher a note and the teacher 

will send a reply that afternoon. 

 

Secondary students (7th-12th grades) will be issued a daily planner agenda.  

These remain the property of Faith Baptist School.  Excessive doodling or 

destruction of the agenda will require the student to purchase a new one at a 

cost of $10.  Parents are encouraged to check their childôs agenda each 

evening in order to help teach them to complete responsibilities. 

 

Homework is given for several purposes: 

¶ Drill - We believe that most students require solid drilling to master 

material essential to their educational progress. 

¶ Practice - Homework is given so that the material will be mastered. 

¶ Remedial Activity - As instruction progresses, various weak points in a 

student's grasp of subject matter become evident.  Homework is given to 

overcome such difficulties. 

 

Special Projects - Book reports, compositions, special research assignments, 

and projects are some of the activities that are frequently the subject of 

homework.  These may also be graded as quiz or test grades. 

 

Discipline for missed homework is as follows: 

Elementary 

 First day late - Homework slip issued and 5 points deducted 

 Second day late - 10 points deducted 

 Third day late or third assignment late or not turned in - 15 points 

 deducted and a detention issued (grades 4-6), a 30-minute after 

 school session with their teacher (grade 3), a 25-minute session 

 (grade 2), or a 20-minute session (grade 1) 
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 The administration reserves the right to add detentions or larger point 

deductions to these penalties in cases of chronic abuse. 
 

 

High School 

 Homework turned in one day late may lose fifty points.  If the 

student fails to bring the same assignment to class on the second 

day, a detention may be assigned and a zero can be entered for that 

assignment.  For three late or missing assignments in a semester a 

detention may be assigned.

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Report Cards 
 

At the end of each nine week period, report cards are given out at the 

scheduled Parent-Teacher meeting.  If a card is not picked up at the meeting, 

it will be sent home with the student on the following school day.  Report 

cards may be held in the school office for those whose accounts are not 

current. 

 

Athletic Eligibility  
 

At FBS we want students to understand the importance of their academic 

record.  Because of this, in order for a student (in any grade) to participate on 

a school athletic team (intramural or interscholastic) they must maintain a 

ñCò average (69.5 numerically) with no ñFôsò.  (In high school, a half credit 

class will be averaged as half of a grade.)  These averages will be reviewed at 

the end of each quarter (the report card grade) and on the middle day of each 

quarter.  If the student is academically ineligible  on the review day, they will 

not be allowed to participate until the next review day.  Non-participation 

means that the student will not be a part of the team in any situation, 

including practices, home and away games, traveling with the team, pre-game 

warm-ups, or sitting on the bench, etc.  

 

Chapel/Bible 
 

Bible is a part of the curriculum of Faith Baptist School.  A systematic Bible 

study is held during the week.  Scripture memorization is part of the Bible 

grade.  In addition, chapel services are held at least once a week.  With 

chapel services and Bible classes, our goal is to teach students respect and 

love for God's Word, the plan of salvation, and a desire to do God's will. 

 

Since there are so many translations and mistranslations of the Bible 

available today, great care must be taken to use only those Scriptures that are 

true to the original manuscripts.  For this reason, Faith Baptist School uses 

only the old King James Version for chapel, class work, memorization, 

devotions, etc. 

 

High School Graduation Requirements 
 

Faith Baptist School requires 24 credits for graduation from high school 
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(grades 9-12).  The credit requirements are broken down by subject areas 

according to the following list. 

 Bible     4 credits (or 1 credit for each year at  

         Faith Baptist School) 

 English     4 credits 

 Social Studies   4 credits 

 Mathematics    4 credits 

 Science     3 credits (4 recommended for college 

          bound students) 

 Physical Education/Health 1 credit 

 Foreign Language  2 credits 

 Other Classes   2 credits (more required if less than 4 

           Bible credits earned)  . 

         

 Total Required   24 credits 

 

Beginning with the graduating class of 2012, a minimum cumulative grade 

point average (GPA) of 2.00 must be earned in order to graduate and receive 

a diploma.  All courses attempted in grades 9-12 are included in calculating 

the studentôs GPA.  The grade for a repeated class will be substituted for the 

original failing grade, however, the original failing grade will still show on 

the studentôs transcript.  Students may retake a class in which they received a 

ñDò, with the repeated grade being substituted for the ñDò.  Grades higher 

than a ñDò may not be replaced. 

 

Students will not be permitted to march in the graduation exercises if they 

lack more than one credit for graduation.  Arrangements must have been 

made to earn their deficiencies in summer school before the student can 

march.  Any missing or failed credits must be completed within one year 

from the graduation date in order to receive a diploma.  Faith Baptist School 

cannot be responsible for the inconvenience caused by a senior failing during 

the last days of school. 

 

College Entrance Requirements 
 

Most colleges require a college entrance examination such as the American 

College Testing Program (ACT) or the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT).  The 

11th grade college preparatory student should plan to take one of these tests 

in May or July.  One testing is usually sufficient, however, colleges do allow 
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students to repeat the test and will accept the highest score earned.  Senior 

students should plan to take the test early in their senior year.  Since some 

colleges require a specific test, it is important for the student to consult the 

college catalogs of the institutions they are considering.  The FBS school office 

will provide students with assistance in preparing for and scheduling these 

tests.  

 

Guidance 

 

Guidance is available for personal, academic, and vocational needs through the 

school.  Students are urged to seek out the Administrator or the Pastor for help 

in any of these areas.  We are always here to help, and we want students to feel 

free to come to us for guidance and help. 

 

 

APPEARANCE AND CONDUCT 
 

Dress Code 
 

In every area of our school we try to maintain high standards and cultivate a 

spirit of excellence.  This applies to spiritual and moral standards as well as 

academic.  In order to accomplish this, we have set standards for the young 

people who attend this school.  These rules are not designed to be difficult but 

to teach our young people respect for themselves, for each other, and for God's 

Word regarding their appearance.  The support of every parent in this area is 

essential and appreciated. 

 

All students are expected to dress neatly and modestly.  All clothes must be 

loose fitting but not sloppy.  These standards are to be followed at all school 

functions.  Students will not be allowed into any school-related function unless 

properly dressed.  If a Faith Baptist student has a friend or relative visit the 

classroom or a school activity, the visitor must also abide by school standards.  

For some events, dress may be modified at the discretion of the administrator. 

 

Personal hygiene, cleanliness, and good grooming is expected of all students. It 

is important for students to take care not to be offensive to those around them. 

 

It is the responsibility of parents to see that their son or daughter maintains the 

standard of dress.  If the dress code is not met, the student will be issued a 

violation slip, and the parent may be called to bring a change of clothing.  The 
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student may be prohibited from attending classes until the dress code has been 

met.  A detention will be issued for three dress code violations. 

The administration may initiate new policies during the school year if a 

problem becomes evident that is not covered by our current policies. 
 

Girls  
 

Hair, Make-up, and Jewelry -- These should be practiced with restraint and 

good taste.  Extreme styles and colors are not acceptable. 
 

K-4 through sixth grade may not wear any make-up.  Seventh through twelfth 

grade girls may wear light make-up.  Kindergarten 4 through second grade 

girls should not wear jewelry.   We highly recommend that third through sixth 

grade girls not wear any jewelry as it becomes inherently dangerous to them 

while playing on the playground, and there is the possibility of losing 

something valuable. 

 

Apparel - Uniform shirts, skirts and sweatshirts are required to be purchased 

through the Faith Baptist Church Bookstore ONLY .  (If it is pulled over the 

head, it must be a uniform.) 

 

Shoes - Elementary girls may not wear high heels or platform style shoes.  

High school girls should wear shoes with heels no higher than 2 inches, 

for safety reasons.  Spiked heels are not allowed. 

 

Dress Shoes - Dress shoes must be a closed shoe (closed toe, closed heel, 

closed sides).  No sandals of any kind. 

 

Tennis Shoes - Tennis shoes must be a closed shoe (closed toe, closed 

heel, closed sides).  Tennis shoes must be plain.  (No characters, designs, 

or light-up shoes.) 

 

Boys 

 

Hair  - Hair must not touch ears, eyebrows, or collar.  It must be tapered on the 

sides and back of the head, including the nape of the neck (not blocked or all 

one length).  If it must be brushed back to keep it off the ears, it is too long.  

Extreme styles, colors, or designs are not allowed.  All young men must be 

clean shaven. 

 

Jewelry - No jewelry such as necklaces, beads, bracelets, or earrings can be 

worn. 
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Belts - Belts must be worn with all pants. 

Apparel - Shirts, pants and sweatshirts are required to be purchased through 

the FBC Bookstore ONLY .  (If it is pulled over the head, it must be a 

uniform.) 

 

Shoes & Socks - Shoes and socks must be worn at all times.  If tennis 

shoes are worn, they must be laced and tied.  Good sneakers or athletic 

shoes are recommended for elementary students.  Dress shoes may be 

worn by elementary students but can be damaged easily while playing on 

the playground.  Socks must be worn and be visible above the shoe. 

 

Dress Shoes - Dress shoes must be a closed shoe (closed toe, closed heel, 

closed sides). 

 

Tennis Shoes - Tennis shoes must be a closed shoe (closed toe, closed 

heel, closed sides).  Tennis shoes must be plain.  (No characters, designs, 

or  light-up shoes.) 

 

For Girls & Boys - All Grades: 

 

Jackets - Jackets must either be purchased through the FBC Bookstore or be 

plain (no markings or large logos of any kindða small logo, the size of the 

school logo on the uniform shirts, is allowed on jackets).  (If it is pulled over 

the head, it must be a uniform.) 

 

Book bags - Book bags must either be purchased through the FBC Bookstore 

or be plain (no characters, no markings, or designs). 

 

Lunchboxes - Lunchboxes must be plain (no characters, no markings or 

designs). 

 

Hats - Hats or caps are not allowed unless a special exception has been made 

by the teacher for a ballgame or field trip. 

 

Condition of Apparel - A student is expected to present a neat appearance at 

all times; therefore, ragged, patched, or excessively faded clothing must be 

avoided. 

 

High School Physical Education - School authorized uniforms must be worn.  

These may be purchased through the Bookstore. 
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Standards of Conduct 
 

Without discipline it is impossible to have orderly classrooms.  At Faith 

Baptist School we do not allow disrespect for God, country, parents, teachers, 

elders, or fellow students.  We have discipline at Faith Baptist School because 

we care about each student.  Teachers are given guidelines for classroom 

discipline along with the support of the administration to enforce classroom 

policies.  The administration and faculty of Faith Baptist School are here to 

serve both the parent and student; therefore, please contact the office if there is 

a problem or question of any kind concerning your student.  If a parent wishes 

to have a conference with a teacher to discuss discipline or academic questions, 

an appointment should be made through the school office at a convenient after-

school hour.  For the safety of your student, we do not allow parents to walk 

into the buildings to speak to the teachers without an appointment. 
 

  1. Students should not be in the building before 8:05 a.m.  

 without permission from a teacher or administrator. 

 

  2. Students are not to sit in a vehicle before, during, or after  

 school. 

 

  3. Each student is expected to show respect to other students, each 

 teacher, and  the administration. 

 

  4. High school students should not be in the hallways without a student 

hall pass, except at regular passing periods. 

 

  5. Gum will not be permitted on campus during the school day or at 

 any school activity. 

 

  6. For the safety and security of all our children, parents and other adults 

 are not allowed in any of the hallways or playgrounds during school 

 hours without first coming to the school office and obtaining a 

 visitorôs badge to be worn during the visit.   

 

7. Outside reading material (magazines, books, etc.) or electronic 

devices (beepers, games, PDAôs, diaries, etc.) are not to be brought to 

school unless specifically requested by a teacher. 
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  8. Cellular telephones may be brought on the campus at the studentôs 

own risk.  Phones must be kept concealed, turned off (not on 

vibrate), and not used during school operating hours (7:30 AM - 

3:00 PM).  Violations will result in confiscation of the phone and a 

Conduct Report issued.  Confiscated phones will be returned to the 

parent only.  A second violation may result in the confiscation of the 

phone for the remainder of the school year. 

 

   9. Students are not to use the telephone in any office without permission 

  from the school secretary or principal.  A student should not ask 

  permission to use school phones unless it is an emergency. 

 

 10. A student may receive a zero and a demerit for cheating.  If the 

 student continues to cheat, he will be expelled. 

 

11. Students are expected to conduct themselves as young ladies and 

gentlemen at all times.  This indicates respect toward all adults and 

fellow students.  Disrespect includes insolence toward teachers and 

responsible adults, and having an attitude of rebellion and/or 

propagating such an attitude to other students by action or verbal 

discussion. 

 

12. Public display of affection between boy and girl students on campus 

or at any school activity is not permitted.  This includes hugging, 

holding hands, kissing, or unnecessary physical contact of any type. 

 

 13. Sexual Activity - Sexual activity is defined as physical contact 

between students for the purpose of arousal of sexual desire or 

engaging in sexually suggestive communication (visual, written, or 

spoken).  Students are expected to refrain from sexual activity 

including homosexuality, lesbianism, bisexuality, incest, fornication, 

adultery, and pornography.  If a student is in violation of this 

principle, or if a student believes that he/she is homosexual, lesbian, 

or bisexual, this should be disclosed to the Pastor.  Counseling should 

be sought through the church.  Such information will be kept in strict 

confidence.  If the school or church learns that this principle has been 

violated and the student has not sought counseling, has refused 

counseling, or has engaged in such activity after or during counseling 

through the church, the student will be asked to withdraw from 

school. 
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 14. Web-site Postings - Students who place information on the world 

wide web that is out of harmony with the policies and rules of FBS, 

will be dealt with in the same manner as if the violation occurred 

during school hours.  This is due to the public access and public 

nature of the web domain.  Therefore, it is important that a student be 

found consistent in all walks of life, not only during school.  All 

public postings should reflect the nature of Christ and the moral 

values of the Word of God.  Postings of faculty pictures or creating a 

web site in their name will be dealt with seriously.  Students who post 

inappropriate material on personal web sites will face administrative 

discipline. 

 

 15. Policy on Music - Faith Baptist School does not have the authority to 

tell the family what type of music a young person should listen to at 

home; however, it also recognizes that students who listen to a steady 

diet of rap, or hip-hop, etc. music do not grow spiritually, become 

cold and indifferent to the things of God, and are a hindrance to the 

spiritual growth of other students.  The policy of the school, therefore, 

is to discourage listening to all forms of rock or rap music, including 

so-called Christian rock music.  CDôs, pictures, magazines, clothing 

emblems, or any other music related paraphernalia are not to be 

brought on the campus of Faith Baptist School.  Hair and dress styles 

that are identified with the extremes of secular culture are not 

acceptable at this school. 

 

 16. Policy on Bullying and Harassment -  Faith Baptist School does not 

and will not tolerate any type of harassment. The harassment includes 

(but is not limited to) slurs, jokes, threats, displays of bigotry, and 

other verbal, graphic, or offensive physical conduct relating to age, 

size, appearance, intellect, race, religion, color, sex, sexual 

orientation, national origin, citizenship, disability, etc. This type of 

offensive conduct can create a hostile school environment. 

Additionally, FBS is dedicated to fostering an environment which 

promotes kindness and embraces differences among individuals. 
Therefore, bullying, teasing, taunting, ridiculing, or threatening 

conduct among students or toward any school/church personnel will 

not be permitted. 

 

Violation of any of the above rules or those found on the Procedures Sheets 

will result in disciplinary action.  The Administration/School Board may 

amend or add discipline procedures if it is deemed necessary to gain student 

cooperation. 
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Dealing With Disciplinary Problems 

 

We feel that it is a privilege to attend Faith Baptist School.  The cooperation of 

both the students and the parents is of utmost importance and greatly 

appreciated.  If the pastor and administration feel that this necessary 

cooperation is lacking, the student may be asked to withdraw.  If a student's 

behavior or attitude outwardly manifests an un-cooperative spirit, the 

following procedures will be taken: 

 

 1st  Offense - Conference between student and administrator 

 

2nd Offense - Conference with the teacher(s), administrator, student, and 

 parents, and Pastor Booher 

 

 3rd Offense - Report sent to school board for final disciplinary action 

 

Disciplinary Procedures 
 

A. Conduct Reports - The Conduct Report (CR) is a slip of paper that serves 

as notification to parents regarding their studentôs behavior.  It is to be 

signed by the parent and returned to school on the next school day.  This 

informs the office that the parent is aware that their student is having a 

discipline problem.  CRôs are issued for an accumulation of tallies 

(elementary), an accumulation of 150 word sheets (high school), and for 

more serious discipline offenses.  CRôs may be given for such things as 

continual talking or disturbing class, throwing paper (or objects), lying, 

horseplay, touching other students, using Godôs name in vain, profanity, 

and eating candy or chewing gum at school.  An accumulation of three 

CRôs will result in a demerit. 

 

B. Demerits - Demerits can be issued for a serious discipline  

offense or for repeated, less serious offenses.  Demerits are also issued for 

an accumulation of three Conduct Reports.  The following guidelines are 

used when Demerits are accumulated: 

 

 1st Demerit - Letter of Notification; letter must be signed by  

the parent and returned before the student will be  admitted to class 
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 2nd Demerit - Parent conference; suspension from class until a 

conference is held (phone calls accepted) and the demerit is signed by the 

parent and returned; a one day school suspension (see suspension below) 

 

 3rd Demerit - Three day school suspension (see suspension below); 

parent conference with administrator and Pastor Booher (no phone calls 

accepted), and the demerit is signed by the parent and returned 

 

 4th Demerit - Expulsion from Faith Baptist School 

 

C. Suspension - Suspensions may be used as a disciplinary action at the 

discretion of the administrator.  Students can be suspended for such things 

as vandalism, public display of affection, stealing, skipping class or 

school, or other serious offenses.  In the event that school property is 

damaged or defaced, the student will be required to pay the cost of 

refinishing,, repairing, or replacing the item.  Suspended students are not 

allowed to be on the school campus or attend any school activity during 

the time of suspension.  Two (2) points will be deducted from the nine-

week quarter average in each subject/class for each day of suspension. 

 

D. Expulsion - Expulsion may occur as a result of accumulation of demerits, 

suspensions, narcotics involvement, immoral conduct or sexual activity, 

possession of firearms or weapons on campus, possession or use of 

tobacco products, stealing, or threats made toward other students or 

school/church personnel.  Students can be expelled for cursing or using 

obscenities of any kind (including hand gestures).  Students can also be 

expelled for possessing obscene notes, books, magazines, cassette tapes, 

CDôs, etc., or any kind of obscene or pornographic material, or for other 

reasons the administration believes warrants expulsion.  All expulsions are 

reviewed by the school board before the decision is finalized. 

 

E. Detention - For some offenses, a detention will be issued.  A student will 

be required to stay after school hours on a given day under the supervision 

of a teacher, to complete certain punishment assignments until 4:15 PM.  

It will be the parentsô responsibility to provide transportation for their 

child at 4:15 PM. 

 

F. Good Conduct Trip - A special field trip to an amusement park or 

attraction will be available at the end of the school year for any high 

school student who has not earned one Conduct Report or worse during 

the entire school year.  Students are responsible to pay for their own 

admission ticket, however, the school will provide transportation and
